IN MEMORY OF LOU OTTONE 

Lou Ottone also known as Boogie Lou because he skied all day and danced all night was captain of 
the Rotary Ski Team for many years. He recruited every possible Rotarian to join the team and  
compete in the annual Rotary Ski Race in Lake Tahoe every year held by the Tahoe City Rotary Club. 
It was known as the largest gathering of Rotarians and drew clubs from all over Northern California. 
Lou made Salinas well known as one of the fastest teams and consistently led our club to 1st place 
wins year after year. As a result our club created the Lou Ottone Cup, which went to the fastest  
handicap time on the Salinas Club. Lou won his own cup the 1st year and several years after that too. 
Lou was honored by the Tahoe City Rotary Club and skied his last Race at 87 years old. They gave 
him race bib #1 and let him be the first racer down the hill. Sadly, Lou passed away at 93 in May. He 
will always be remembered for his love for his love for life and gregarious personality.

Jasmine Ochoa was presented with a $1,000 check to  
assist her in furthering her academics.
